Dr. Lynn Wells is a Canadian scholar, teacher and university leader, with nearly 20 years
of experience in senior academic leadership positions. In April 2024, Dr. Wells became
the 12th President and Vice-Chancellor of Laurentian University in Sudbury, Ontario,
Canada.

Dr. Wells had served as Provost and Vice-President Academic at Brock University from
2020 to 2023, where she also held a concurrent appointment as Interim President and
Vice-Chancellor for fifteen months. Prior to 2020, she was the inaugural Associate
Vice-President, Students and Teaching at MacEwan University in Edmonton and held
senior positions at the University of Regina, including Acting Dean of the Faculty of Arts
and Associate Vice-President Academic. For seven years, Dr. Wells worked directly with
Indigenous people and communities through her service as Vice-President Academic and
Special Advisor to the President at First Nations University of Canada. As a leader,

Dr. Wells has demonstrated her commitment to key issues such as national reconciliation,
equity, diversity, inclusion, and accessibility. Dr. Wells is a respected scholar in her field

of Contemporary British Fiction, having published two books and numerous articles. She
holds a Master’s in English and a B.A. Honours (summa cum laude) in English and French
Studies from York University, along with a PhD in English from Western University.

As a professor, she held tenured roles for 20 years at Brock, MacEwan, FNUniv, and

the University of Regina. Despite her busy administrative career, she has continued

her passion for scholarship, actively teaching and publishing peer-reviewed work and
presenting at academic conferences in Canada and England. She is a highly regarded
scholar, having authored multiple articles on contemporary British fiction as well two
books, the most recent of which is on the prominent writer lan McEwan, on whom she is
an internationally recognized expert.

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JusTICE MICHELLE O’BONSAWIN

The Honourable Michelle O’'Bonsawin became the first Indigenous person to serve on Canada’s
highest court, when she was appointed to the Supreme Court of Canada on September 1, 2022.

She is a widely respected member of Canada’s legal community with a distinguished career
spanning over 20 years. Born in Hanmer, Ontario, and a fluently bilingual Franco-Ontarian, Justice
O’Bonsawin is an Abenaki member of the Odanak First Nation. Justice O'Bonsawin was appointed
to the Ontario Superior Court of Justice in 2017. She is a graduate of Laurentian University’s
Bachelor of Arts.

He was the first Executive Director of the Society and
Chair of the Patrons Council.

THE MACE
LA MASSE

The Mace is a symbol of authority and guidance. It is shouldered by the Macebearer who,
clothed in a specially designed gown, leads the procession of graduands, faculty, members
of the Board of Governors, special guests, the Chancellor, and the President and Vice-
Chancellor, into the auditorium to participate in the Convocation ceremony. When the
entire procession has entered, the Mace is placed on a designated pedestal before the
Chancellor, at the front of the stage. It remains there until the closure of the Convocation
ceremony, at which time it is borne again by the Macebearer who leads the Convocation
procession out of the auditorium.

Laurentian’s Mace was designed by Dora de Pedery-Hunt. It was crafted from Sudbury
metals — copper and nickel — and adorned with golden studs, representing strength and power.
The University’s crest is engraved at the tip of the shaft. This gift from The Imperial Order
Daughters of the Empire (IODE), Elizabeth Fry Chapter, was presented to the University
at their annual dinner on May 17, 1966.

Elle y demeure
jusquia la fin de la cérémonie, moment auquel le massier la reprend pour conduire le
cortege a lextérieur de lauditorium.

La Masse de I'Université Laurentienne est loeuvre de Dora de Pedery-Hunt. Elle a été
confectionnée a partir de métaux trouvés dans la région de Sudbury - le cuivre et le
nickel - et ornée de cloutages dorés qui représentent la force et le pouvoir. Iécusson de
I'Université est gravé au bout du manche de la Masse. Ce cadeau de 'Ordre impérial
des filles de 'Empire, section Elizabeth Fry, a été présenté a I'Université lors du banquet
annuel de 'Ordre tenu le 17 mai 1966.



AcADpEMIC HoODS VETEMENTS ACADEMIQUES

La vie universitaire est ponctuée de rites dont celui de la collation des grades. Celle-ci est une
cérémonie impressionnante, empreinte de dignité et de décorum, qui se déroule selon des
traditions anciennes. Les atours académiques colorés — toques, toges et épitoges — que revétent

les membres des corps professoral et administratif sont un héritage de Iépoque médiévale, plus
précisément d’universités telles que celles de Paris, de Bologne, d'Oxford et de Cambridge.

Convocation is an impressive ceremony, steeped in dignity and decorum, which is conducted
according to long-standing traditions. The colourful academic regalia — caps, gowns, and hoods

- worn by teaching and administrative staff are a legacy from medieval universities such as Paris,
Bologna, Oxford, and Cambridge. They indicate the university from which its bearer graduated

and the highest degree awarded to that person. Most of the distinctive characteristics appear in

the hood. Originally a practical element of dress, the hood has evolved into a separate and purely
ornamental article, draped over the shoulder and down the back. The hoods worn by graduands are
either bordered or lined with colours that indicate the degree to be conferred.
