A visionary bilingual leader and a champion for Indigenous economic sovereignty, Mr. Straub
brings a deep personal and professional connection to the University, embodying its unique
tricultural mandate. A proud band member of Henvey Inlet and French River No. 13 First Nation
and a fluent French speaker, Mr. Straub embodies the diversity of the Laurentian University
community.

Mr. Straub’s relationship with Laurentian spans generations. An alumnus himself (Hon. B.Sc.
Geology ‘98), he is the grandson of Art and Eva Solomon, who were instrumental in founding the
federated Native Studies Program. His ties to the campus are literal and symbolic; at age twelve,
he helped his grandfather construct the Apology Cairn on campus, a monument commemorating
the United Church’s apology to First Nations people and a landmark of reconciliation.

Mr. Straub currently serves as the inaugural President and CEO of the Canada Indigenous Loan
Guarantee Corporation, managing a $10-billion federal program to support Indigenous equity
ownership in major economic projects. His career includes executive roles at Wyloo and Glencore
Nickel, where he led the renegotiation of the Raglan Impacts and Benefits Agreement.

Kristan has over 25 years of global experience in the mining industry across mineral exploration,
mining and metallurgical operations, and senior executive leadership. Before joining Canada
Indigenous Loan Guarantee Corporation, Kristan served as CEO of Wyloo Canada and held senior
leadership roles at Glencore, including Vice President of Exploration for Glencore Nickel, President
of Koniambo Nickel SAS in New Caledonia, and Vice President of Glencore’s Raglan Mine in
Nunavik. He also served on the Executive Committee of the Board of Directors for the Mining
Association of Canada and Ontario Mining Association. He holds an Honours Bachelor of Science
in Geology and was awarded an Honorary Doctorate of Laws from Laurentian University in 2025
in recognition of his significant contributions as a leader.

Chancellor of Laurentian University

M. Straub a établi des relations personnelles et professionnelles profondes avec I'Université,
incarnant ainsi son mandat triculturel inégalé. Fier membre de la Premiére Nation de Henvey
Inlet et de la Riviére des Frangais n° 13 et parfaitement francophone, il représente la diversité de la
communauté de I'Université Laurentienne.

Les liens de M. Straub avec I'Université Laurentienne sétendent sur plusieurs générations.
Lui-méme ex-étudiant (B.Sc. spécialisé en géologie, 1998), il est le petit-fils d'Art et d’Eva Solomon,
qui ont joué un réle déterminant dans la fondation du programme fédéré détudes autochtones.

Ses liens avec le campus sont a la fois concrets et symboliques : a Iige de douze ans, il a aidé son
grand-pere a construire le Cairn des excuses sur le campus, un monument commémorant les
excuses de I'Eglise anglicane aux Premiéres Nations et un symbole de réconciliation.

M. Straub est actuellement le premier président-directeur général de la Société canadienne de
garantie des préts aux Autochtones, ot il gere un programme fédéral de 10 milliards de dollars
visant a favoriser la participation des Autochtones au capital de grands projets économiques.
Il a également occupé des postes de direction chez Wyloo et Glencore Nickel, ou il a dirigé la
renégociation de I'Entente sur les répercussions et les avantages de Raglan.

M. Straub a acquis plus de 25 ans dexpérience internationale dans 'industrie miniére en
exploration, exploitation miniere et métallurgique, ainsi que des postes a la haute direction.

Avant de se joindre a la Société canadienne de garantie de préts aux Autochtones, il était PDG

de Wyloo Canada et a rempli des roles de cadre supérieur chez Glencore, notamment ceux de
vice-président a lexploration de Glencore Nickel, de président de Koniambo Nickel SAS en
Nouvelle-Calédonie et de vice-président de la mine Raglan de Glencore au Nunavik. En outre, il a
siégé au comité de direction du conseil d'administration de I'Association miniere du Canada et de
IAssociation miniere de I'Ontario. Titulaire d'un baccalauréat spécialisé en géologie, il a re¢u un
doctorat honorifique en droit de I'Université Laurentienne en 2025 pour souligner ses importantes
contributions en tant que leader.

GLENN NOLAN

Glenn is a member of the Missanabie Cree First Nation with over four decades of experience

in the mining sector and Indigenous relations. A former three-term Chief of his community,
Glenn was the first Indigenous person to serve as President of the Prospectors and Developers
Association of Canada (PDAC). Throughout his career, he has been a global advocate for inclusive
mineral development, advising governments across the Americas, Africa, and Asia on respectful
engagement between industry and Indigenous communities.

Recently retired from his executive role with a junior exploration/development company, he
continues to serve as a director and advisor for several publicly listed and private companies. Glenn
continues to bridge the gap between resource development and community prosperity. Through
Glenn’s advocacy over his career, he has been recognized with the Queen Elizabeth II Diamond
Jubilee Medal in 2012 and the PDAC’s Skookum Jim Award in 2023.

Beyond his professional leadership, he is a dedicated volunteer for numerous charities and an
avid backcountry enthusiast, participating in ultra-long-distance paddle races and Arctic ski
expeditions.

Tout au long de sa carriere, il a assuré
un plaidoyer a Iéchelle mondiale pour un développement minier inclusif, conseillant des
gouvernements des Amériques, d’Afrique et d’Asie sur le respect mutuel entre le secteur et les
communautés autochtones.

Récemment retraité de ses fonctions de direction au sein d’une jeune entreprise dexploration

et de développement, M. Nolan continue de siéger comme administrateur et conseiller aupres

de plusieurs sociétés publiques et privées. Il poursuit son engagement visant a concilier le
développement des ressources et la prospérité des communautés. Son travail de plaidoyer tout au
long de sa carriére a été souligné par lattribution de la Médaille du jubilé de diamant de la reine
Elizabeth II en 2012 et le Prix Skookum Jim de TACPE en 2023.

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PATRICIA PICKARD

Dr. Patricia Pickard is a pioneering figure in women’s athletics and has been a cornerstone of
the Laurentian University community for over 55 years. Hired in 1967, she was the first person
specifically tasked with launching the university’s women’s intercollegiate athletic program,
founding the inaugural basketball, field hockey, and volleyball teams.

Throughout her distinguished career, Dr. Pickard served as President of the Ontario Women’s
Interuniversity Athletic Association (OWIAA) and has been a dedicated professor in the School

of Kinesiology and Health Sciences. Her commitment to student-athlete mentorship earned her
induction into the Voyageurs Hall of Fame (2014) and the Greater Sudbury Sports Hall of Fame
(2017). She was also honoured with the Laurentian University Teaching Excellence Award. Now a
Professor Emerita, she continues to be involved with the Alumni community, remaining a vital part
of the Voyageur legacy during the university’s 65™ anniversary year.

Pionniere du sport féminin, Mme Patricia Pickard, Ph.D., est un pilier de la communauté de
I'Université Laurentienne depuis plus de 55 ans.

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DRr. RAYuDpuU Koka

Dr. Rayudu Koka is a highly respected psychiatrist and a dedicated mental health advocate

who has spent nearly four decades transforming healthcare and community services in Northern
Ontario. After pursuing postgraduate medical education in Ireland and the United Kingdom,

Dr. Koka immigrated to Sudbury in 1986, establishing a distinguished clinical practice as a
Consultant Psychiatrist. He was instrumental in advocating for the creation of the Northern
Ontario School of Medicine (NOSM), where he served as the Founding Chair of Psychiatry and
continues to contribute as a Professor and member of the Senate.

Beyond clinical medicine, Dr. Koka has a profound legacy of public service, serving as President
of the Council of the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario, Chair of the Greater Sudbury
Police Services Board, and as a member of the Laurentian University Board of Governors. A
passionate champion for multiculturalism and community harmony, he has spent over 35 years
supporting the Sudbury Multicultural and Folk Arts Association and currently serves as President
of the India-Canada Association of Sudbury. His extensive contributions to community well-being
have been recognized with numerous honors, including the Order of Ontario and the Queen
Elizabeth II Diamond Jubilee Medal.

Psychiatre tres respecté et fervent défenseur de la santé mentale, Dr Rayudu Koka a consacré pres
de quatre décennies a transformer les soins de santé et les services communautaires dans le nord de
I'Ontario. Apres avoir complété une formation médicale postdoctorale en Irlande et au Royaume-
Uni, le Dr Koka a immigré a Sudbury en 1986, ou il a établi une pratique clinique réputée en tant
que psychiatre-conseil. Il a joué un role déterminant dans la création de I'Ecole de médecine du
Nord de 'Ontario (EMNO), ot il a été le directeur fondateur du secteur de psychiatrie et ou il
continue d'apporter une contribution a titre de professeur et de membre du Sénat.

Au-dela de la médecine clinique, le Dr Koka se distingue par un engagement profond envers le
service public. Il a notamment été président du conseil de 'Ordre des médecins et chirurgiens de
I'Ontario, président du conseil des Services policiers du Grand Sudbury et membre du Conseil
des gouverneurs de 'Université Laurentienne.

multiculturelle et folklorique de Sudbury et préside actuellement Association Inde-Canada de
Sudbury. Il a regu de nombreuses distinctions en raison de ses grandes contributions au bien-
étre de la communauté, dont 'Ordre de I'Ontario et la Médaille du jubilé de diamant de la reine
Elisabeth IL.

THE MACE
LA MASSE

The Mace is a symbol of authority and guidance. It is shouldered by the Macebearer who, clothed
in a specially designed gown, leads the procession of graduands, faculty, members of the Board

of Governors, special guests, the Chancellor, and the President and Vice-Chancellor, into the
auditorium to participate in the Convocation ceremony. When the entire procession has entered,
the Mace is placed on a designated pedestal before the Chancellor, at the front of the stage. It
remains there until the closure of the Convocation ceremony, at which time it is borne again by the
Macebearer who leads the Convocation procession out of the auditorium.

Laurentian’s Mace was designed by Dora de Pedery-Hunt. It was crafted from Sudbury

metals — copper and nickel - and adorned with golden studs, representing strength and power. The
University’s crest is engraved at the tip of the shaft. This gift from The Imperial Order Daughters of
the Empire (IODE), Elizabeth Fry Chapter, was presented to the University at their annual dinner
on May 17, 1966.

La Masse est un symbole dautorité et de gouverne. Elle est portée par le massier qui, revétu d’une
toge spécialement congue, méne a l'intérieur de l'auditorium le cortege formé des diplomés, du
corps professoral, des membres du Conseil des gouverneurs, des invités spéciaux, du chancelier et
du recteur et vice-chancelier pour participer a la cérémonie de la collation des grades. Lorsque le
cortége entier a fait son entrée, la Masse est déposée a l'avant de la scene, devant le chancelier, sur
un socle destiné a cet effet. Elle y demeure jusqu’a la fin de la cérémonie, moment auquel le massier
la reprend pour conduire le cortége a lextérieur de l'auditorium.

La Masse de I'Université Laurentienne est loeuvre de Dora de Pedery-Hunt. Elle a été
confectionnée a partir de métaux trouvés dans la région de Sudbury - le cuivre et le nickel - et
ornée de cloutages dorés qui représentent la force et le pouvoir. Lécusson de I'Université est gravé
au bout du manche de la Masse. Ce cadeau de I'Ordre impérial des filles de 'Empire, section
Elizabeth Fry, a été présenté a I'Université lors du banquet annuel de I'Ordre tenu le 17 mai 1966.



EAGLE STAFF
LE BATON A EXPLOITS (AIGLE)

The Eagle Staft is a sacred symbol in First Nation culture and also serves as a territorial
demarcation symbol of the area and homeland for First Nations. The Laurentian University

Eagle Staff is made from diamond willow, copper and grandfather stones signifying honesty and
representing the achievements, integrity, and honor of our community. This powerful staff reflects
strength, freedom, and spiritual guidance connecting us to the Creator.

In ceremony, it embodies community prayers and aspirations, serving as a reminder of the bond
between the community, the Creator and nature. In Anishinaabe culture, the Eagle Staff also
signifies various spiritual entities and healing practices and is a revered symbol of cultural tradition
and community identity. As part of Anishinaabe protocol, the Eagle Staft is usually present to
formalize significant events.

Un béton a exploits est un symbole sacré dans la culture des Premiéres Nations et sert également
de symbole de délimitation territoriale de leur région et de leur patrie. Le baton a exploits (aigle)
de I'Université Laurentienne est fait de saule a motif de diamant, de cuivre et de pierres des
grands-peéres signifiant 'honnéteté et représentant les réalisations, I'intégrité et Thonneur de notre
communauté. Ce baton puissant exprime la force, la liberté et lencadrement spirituel qui nous
relient au Créateur. Lors des cérémonies, il incarne les priéres et les aspirations de la communauté,
rappelant le rapprochement entre la communauté, le Créateur et la nature. Dans la culture
anishinaabe, le baton a exploits représente également diverses entités spirituelles et pratiques de
guérison et est un symbole vénéré de la tradition culturelle et de I'identité communautaire. Selon
le protocole anishinaabe, le baton a exploits a généralement une présence pour officialiser les
événements importants.
